Leadership Centre, Lancaster University School  
of Management. Between 2006 and 2008 he  
was Professor of Defence Leadership and Deputy 
Principal, Shrivenham Campus, Cranfield 
University. He was Professor of Public Leadership 
at Warwick Business School from 2009 to 2018. 
He is a Fellow of the International Leadership 
Association (ILA) and Professorial Fellow of the 
Australian Institute of Police Management (AIPM). 
He is also a founding co-editor with David 
Collinson of the journal Leadership, and co-
founder of the International Studying Leadership 
Conference. He was elected a Fellow of the 
Academy of Social Sciences in 2012 and was 
awarded an Honorary Doctorate of Science 
(honoris causa) from Warwick University in 2013. 
He received the Chief Constable’s Commendation 
for Contribution to Police Leadership in 2018 and  
a Lifetime Achievement Award from the 
International Leadership Association in 2018.
